Lazarus and the Rich Man

John 3:13
No one has ever gone into heaven except the one who came from heaven—
the son of man.

1 Corinthians 15:13-18

13 If there is no resurrection of the dead, then not even Christ has been
raised. 14 And if Christ has not been raised, our preaching is useless and so
is your faith. 15 More than that, we are then found to be false witnesses
about God, for we have testified about god that he raised Christ from the
dead. But he did not raise him if in fact the dead are not raised. 16 For if the
dead are not raised, then Christ has not been raised either. 17 And if Christ
has not been raised, your faith is futile; you are still in your sins. 18 Then
those also who have fallen asleep in Christ are lost.

Daniel 12:1-3

1 "At that time Michael, the great prince who protects your people, will
arise. There will be a time of distress such as has not happened from the
beginning of nations until then. But at that time your people—everyone
whose name is found written in the book—will be delivered. 2 Multitudes
who sleep in the dust of the earth will awake: some to everlasting life,
others to shame and everlasting contempt. 3 Those who are wise will shine
like the brightness of the heavens, and those who lead many to
righteousness, like the stars for ever and ever.

Parable of the Sower (re-cap)

Luke 8:1

1 After this, Jesus traveled about from one town and village to another,
proclaiming the good news of the kingdom of God. The twelve were with
him,



Luke 8:12-15
Four outcomes of hearing the word of the kingdom:

“The seed” = “The word of God” (vs. 11)
“The word of God” = “The word of the kingdom” (Matt 13:19)

12 Those along the path are the ones who hear, and then the devil comes
and takes away the word from their hearts, so that they may not believe
and be saved.

13 Those on the rock are the ones who receive the word with joy when they
hear it, but they have no root. They believe for a while, but in the time of
testing they fall away.

14 The seed that fell among thorns stands for those who hear, but as they
go on their way they are choked by life's worries, riches and pleasures, and
they do not mature.

15 But the seed on good soil stands for those with a noble and good heart,
who hear the word, retain it, and by persevering produce a crop.

Losing your Life

Luke 9:23-27

23 Then he said to them all: "if anyone would come after me, he must deny
himself and take up his cross daily and follow me. 24 For whoever wants to
save his life will lose it, but whoever loses his life for me will save it. 25 What
good is it for a man to gain the whole world, and yet lose or forfeit his very
self? 26 If anyone is ashamed of me and my words, the son of man will be
ashamed of him when he comes in his glory and in the glory of the father
and of the holy angels. 27 | tell you the truth, some who are standing here
will not taste death before they see the kingdom of God."

The Straight Gate

Luke 13:22-30 (NASB)
22 and he was passing through from one city and village to another,
teaching, and proceeding on his way to Jerusalem. 23 and someone said to
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him, "Lord, are there just a few who are being saved?” and he said to them,
24 "Strive to enter through the narrow door; for many, | tell you, will seek to
enter and will not be able

25 "Once the head of the house gets up and shuts the door, and you begin
to stand outside and knock on the door, saying, 'Lord, open up to us!' Then
he will answer and say to you, 'l do not know where you are from.'

26 "Then you will begin to say, 'We ate and drank in your presence, and you
taught in our streets'

27 and he will say, 'l tell you, | do not know where you are from; (ESV: “I do
not know where you come from”) depart from me, all you evildoers.’

28 "In that place there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth when you see
Abraham and Isaac and Jacob and all the prophets in the kingdom of God,
but yourselves being thrown out. 29 "And they will come from east and west
and from north and south, and will recline at the table in the kingdom of
God. 30 "and behold, some are last who will be first and some are first who
will be last."

The Honored Place

Luke 14:7-14 (explains 13:30 — “the first and the last”)

7 When he noticed how the guests picked the places of honor at the table,
he told them this parable: 8 "When someone invites you to a wedding feast,
do not take the place of honor, for a person more distinguished than you
may have been invited. 9 If so, the host who invited both of you will come
and say to you, 'Give this man your seat.' Then, humiliated, you will have to
take the least important place. 10 But when you are invited, take the lowest
place, so that when your host comes, he will say to you, 'Friend, move up to
a better place.' Then you will be honored in the presence of all your fellow
guests. 11 For everyone who exalts himself will be humbled, and he who
humbles himself will be exalted."

12 Then Jesus said to his host, "When you give a luncheon or dinner, do not
invite your friends, your brothers or relatives, or your rich neighbors; if you
do, they may invite you back and so you will be repaid. 13 But when you
give a banquet, invite the poor, the crippled, the lame, the blind, 14 and you
will be blessed. Although they cannot repay you, you will be repaid at the
Resurrection of the Righteous."



Lazarus and the Rich Man.

Luke 16:19-31

19 "There was a rich man who was dressed in purple and fine linen and lived
in luxury every day. 20 At his gate was laid a beggar named Lazarus,
covered with sores 21 and longing to eat what fell from the rich man's
table. Even the dogs came and licked his sores. 22 "The time came when the
beggar died and the angels carried him to Abraham’s side. The rich man
also died and was buried. 23 In hell, where he was in torment, he looked up
and saw Abraham far away, with Lazarus by his side. 24 So he called to him,
'Father Abraham, have pity on me and send Lazarus to dip the tip of his
finger in water and cool my tongue, because | am in agony in this fire.'

25 "But Abraham replied, 'Son, remember that in your lifetime you received
your good things, while Lazarus received bad things, but now he is
comforted here and you are in agony. 26 And besides all this, between us
and you a great chasm has been fixed, so that those who want to go from
here to you cannot, nor can anyone cross over from there to us.' 27 "He
answered, 'Then | beg you, father, send Lazarus to my father's house, 28 for
I have five brothers. Let him warn them, so that they will not also come to
this place of torment.' 29 "Abraham replied, 'They have Moses and the
prophets; let them listen to them.' 30" 'No, father Abraham,' he said, 'But if
someone from the dead goes to them, they will repent.’ 31 "He said to him,
'If they do not listen to Moses and the prophets, they will not be convinced
even if someone rises from the dead." "
